CHAPTER MMDCXXXIV.

AN ACT TO ALTER THE LIMITS OF THE BOROUGH OF BEAVER.

Whereas sundry inhabitants situated within the present
boundsof the boroughof Beaver,haverepresentedto thelegis-
islature,that for the propertytheypossessandhaveimproved
on the out lots, within thelimits of the saidborough,theyare
subjectedto taxesandsundry expensesfor the improvement
and advantageof the town, and they receive no equivalent
benefitsfrom the corporation:for remedywhereof,

SectionI. (Section1, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That from andafter the pass-
ing of this act, all the out lots which have beenincluded
within the limits of the boroughof Beaver,shall be exempt
from all assessmentsand chargeson accountof the said in-
corporation, and shall he consideredas annexedto Beaver
township,andseparatefrom the saidborough,andlying with-
out the limits of the same,any former law or laws to the con-
trary notwithstanding.
