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Section ITI. (Section YIT, P. L) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the said commissioners be,
and they are hereby authorized to settle and adjust all aec-
counts, which may be exhibited by any person or persons
legally employed in carrying this act into effect.

Section IV. (Section IV, P. 1.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That all prizes not demanded
within twelve months after the publication aforesaid, shall be
considered and deemed as relinquished for the benefit of the
said congregation.

CHAPTER MMDCXIIV.

AN ACT TO EMPOWER WILLIAM PENNELL, GUARDIAN OF MATTHIAS
RICHARDS SAYRES, AND EDWARD SMITH SAYRES, TO SELL AND
CONVEY REAL ESTATE BELONGING TO THE SAID MINORS.
Whereas Matthias Richards Sayres, and Edward Smith

Sayres, are equally entitled to the following real estate in

fee simple, subject to their mother’s thirds, or right of dower

out of the same, to wit: Two undivided third parts and three
fifths of a third part of a certain messuage, and tract, piece,
or parcel of land, situate in the township of Lower Chichester,
in the county of Delaware, beginning at low water mark on

Delaware river, and extending from thence about six perches

to a stone at high water mark, at a corner of Benjamin

Moulder’s lot; thence by the same north twenty-five degrees

and a half westerly four hundred and seventy feet to a stone;

thence north fifty-eight degrees easterly onme hundred and
twenty feet to a stone; thence south twenty-five degrees and

a half easterly by William Crabb’s land, four hundred and

seventy feet to a stone at high water on the said river; and

thence about six perches to low water mark; and from thence
down the said river one hundred and twenty feet to the place

of Lower Chichester county of Delaware, and make to the
purchaser or purchasers thereof, and their heirs and assigns
such deed or deeds, as will agsure and convey to the said pur-
chaser or purchasers, all the right, title, and interest, which.
