CHAPTERMMDCLVIII.

AN ACT DECLARING MAHANTANGO CREEK, FROM THE JUNCTION OF
PINE AND DEEP CREEKS IN BERKS COUNTY, TO ITS CONFLUENCE
WITH THE RIVER SUSQUEHANNA, A PUBLIC HIGHWAY.

Section I. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet,andit is herebyenactedby
the authority of the same,That Mahantangocreek, forming
thedivision line betweenDauphinand:Northumberlandcoun-
ties, from the mouth thereofup to the junction of Pine and
Deepcreeks,in Berkscounty,be, andthe sameis herebyde-
clareda public highway, for the passageof rafts, boatsand
other vessels;and it shall be lawful for the inhabitantsand
others desirousof using the navigationof said creek, to re-
move all naturaland artificial obstructionswhich may be in
thesame,exceptingdamsfor mills or otherwaterworks; and
also to erectsuchslopesat themill damsnowbuilt in thesaid
creek,asmaybe necessaryfor the passageof rafts, boatsor
othervessels;Provided,suchslopesbe so constructedasnot
to injure the works of said dams; and also that any person
or persons,owning or possessinglands on said creek, shall
haveliberty to erectanydamor damsacrossthesame,agree-
ably and subjectto all the restrictionsand provisionsof an
act of the generalassembly,passedthe twenty-third day of
March, one thousandeight hundredand three,entitled, “An
actto authorizeanypersonor personsowning lands,adjoining
navigablestreamsof water,declaredpublic highways,to erect
damsupon suchstreamsfor mills, or otherwaterworks.”~1~
