CHAPTER MMDCLXIII.

AN ACT TO ENCOURAGE THE KILLING OF WOLVES.

Section I. (Section I, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by theauthorityof the same,That from andafter the passing
of this act, any personor personswho shall kill any wolf or
wolveswithin the boundsof any countywithin this common-
wealth, andwho shall producethe heador headsthereof be-
fore any justiceof the peace,in andfor any county as afore-
said, it shall be the duty of such justiceto examinesuchper-
sonor personson oathor affirmation, touchingthe time when,
andplacewhere, suchwolf or wolves wasor werecaughtand
killed; and if the place of suchcatchingandkilling, shall be
foundto be within the boundsof the county,in which suchjus-
tice hasjurisdiction,andif the wolf be full grown,it thenshall
be the duty of such justice—afterdestroyingsuch head or
heads,to give suchpersonor personsa certificateof the facth
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to the commissionersof the county,who shalldrawtheir order
for eight dollars on the treasurerof the county in which it
shall haveappearedsuch wolf or wolveswas or werecaught
andkilled, for each arid every headproducedanddestroyed
as before mentioned;and for every wolf puppy that shall be
producedanddestroyedas before mentioned,heshall certify
to the commissionersas aforesaid,who shalldrawtheir order
on the treasureraforesaid,for thesumof threedollars; andit
shallbe the duty of such treasurer,andhe is herebydirected
to pay the amountof the said order out of the money in the
treasuryappropriatedfor countypurposes.
