AN ACT GRANTING A SUM OF MONEY TO THE MRADVILLE SEMINARY,
IN THE COUNTY OF CRAWFORD.

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,Thatthe sum of one thousand
dollars,be, and thesameherebyis grantedout of any money
not heretoforeappropriated,which may be in the treasuryof
this commonwealth,to the trusteesof the Meadviile Seminary
of learning,to be paid on a warrantdrawnby the governor
for that purpose,to beappropriatedin suchjudicious manner
as they shall think most advantageousto promotethe pros-
perity of the said seminary.

CHAPTERMMDCLXX.

AN ACT IN AID OF THE COMPANY FOR ERECTING A BRIDGE OVER

THE RIVER DELAWARE, AT THE BOROUGH OF EASTON.

Whereasthe president,managersand company,for erect-
ing a bridge over the river Delaware,at the borough of
Easton,haverepresentedby their petitionto the legislature,
thattheyhaveactuallymadegreatprogressin theerectionof
thesaidbridge,andthat their existingfundswill in all prob-
ability enable them to completethe sameaccording to the
original design,andput it in a condition for public usein the
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courseof the presentyear; but that experiencehas proved
that bridgesbuilt of massivetimber aresubjectto very rapid
decay,unlessprotectedfrom the weather,’andthe said com-
pany will be unable to cover their bridge for that purpose,
without some presentaid in anticipation of their tolls: And
whereasit is reasonablethat the public assistanceshould be
affordedto savefrom prematuredestruction,a work of great
public utility, accomplishedat greatexpenseby private enter-
prise.

Section I. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That the governor of this com-
monwealth,be, and he is herebyauthorizedand requiredto
draw his warrant on the state treasurerin favor of the
president,managersandcompany,for erectinga bridge over
the river Delaware,at the boroughof Easton,for the sum of
ten thousanddollars, to be by them appropriatedin aid of
the funds of the said corporation,to the covering the said
bridgein a substantialmanner:Provided,that the saidwar-
rant shall not be drawn until the said bridgeshall be in a
conditionto authorizethereceiptof tolls accordingto thepro-
visions of the act for the incorporationof the said company,
anduntil the presidentand managersof the said company,
shall executein due form of law under their corporateseal,
anddepositin the office of the secretaryof the commonwealth,
a deedpledging to the governorfor the use of the common-
wealth, as well the capital stock and estatesof the said com-
pany as the tolls which shall arise from the said bridge, the
amountof necessaryandcurrent repairsexcepted,for there-
imbursementof the sum aforesaidto the commonwealthwith
lawful interestthereon,in ten equalandannualinstallments,
which deedwhendepositedas aforesaid,shallbe andremain
a lien on the estatesandtolls pledgedtherebyuntil the sum
aforesaidwith the accruing interest thereon, shall be fully
and completelyreimbursed.

~ectjon II. (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authorityaforesaid,That if at the time whenthe sum
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aforesaidshallbepayableto the said company,agreeablyto
theprovisionsof thisact, theamountof moniesin thetreasury
of the commonwealthshall be so reducedby appropriations
or otherwise,as to renderit inconvenientor inexpedientto
draw the said sum therefrom,in that case,it shall and may
be lawful for the governorof this commonwealth,andhe is
herebyauthorizedandrequiredto borrow of thePhiladelphia
bank for the purposesof this act, the sum of ten thousand
dollars,partof thesumof onehundredthousanddollarsstip-
ulated to be loanedto the commonwealth,by the sixth sec-
tion of the act,entitled, “An actto incorporatethePhiladel-
phia Bank,”~’~reimburseablewith interest,at therate in the
said sectionspecified,in ten equaland annualinstallments;
and thesaid bankis herebyrequiredto lend the said sumto
