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CHAPTERMMDCLXXIV.

AN ACT FORTHE RELIEF OF JOHNWELCH.

Whereasit hath beenrepresentedto the legislaturethat
JohnWelch now an inhabitantof Butler county,enteredthe
service of his country as a private soldier for threeyears,
or during the war, in captain John M’Dowell’s company,in
theseventhregimentof thePennsylvanialine, commandedby
lieutenantcolonel JohnGreer; and at the battleof German-
town, he receiveda severewound in his left shoulder,by rea-
sonof which andhis advancedageheis now incapableof main-
taining himself and family, andasit appearsto the legisla-
turethat his claim is Well founded:Therefore,

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That the officers of the land-
office areherebyauthorizedandrequiredto issuea patentto
JohnWelch, of Butler county, for suchquantity of donation
land ashe would have beenentitled to had he servedto the
end of the war.

CHAPTER MMDCLXXV.

AN ACT SECURING TO MECHANICS AND OTHERS, PAYMENT FOR.
THEIR LABOR AND MATERIALS, IN ERECTING ANY HOUSE OR
OTHER BUILDING, WITHiN THE CITY AND COUNTY OF PHILADEL-
PHIA.

Section I. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That all and every dwelling
house or other building hereafterconstructedand erected
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within thecity andcountyof Philadelphia,shallbesubjectto
thepaymentof the debtscontractedfor, or by reasonof any
work done or materials found and provided by any brick-
maker, bricklayer, stonecutter,mason, lime merchant,car-
penter,painterandglazier,ironmonger,blacksmith,plasterer,
and lumber merchant,or any other personor personsem-
ployedin furnishingmaterials,for, or in theerectingandcon-
structingsuchhouseor other building before any other lien,
which originatedsubsequentto thecommencementof the said
houseor otherbuilding; but if suchhouseor otherbuilding
should not sell for a sum of money sufficient to pay all the
demandsfor work and materials,then,and in suchcase,the
sameshallbeaveraged,andeachof thecreditorspaid a sum
proportionedto their severaldemands:Providedalways,that
no suchdebt for work an4materials,shall remaina lien on
thesaidhousesor otherbuildings longerthantwo yearsfrom
the comiiiencementof the building thereof,unlessan action
for the recoveryof the samebe institutedor the claim filed
within six monthsafter performingthe work, or furnishing
the materials,in the office of theprothonotaryof thecounty:
And providedalso,thateachandeverypersonhavingreceived
satisfactionfor his or their debt, for which a claim hasbeen
or shall be filed or action broughtas aforesaid,shall at the
requestof anypersoninterestedin thebuilding on which the
samewasa lien, or in having thesamelien removed,or of his,
her, or their legal representatives,on paymentof the costs
of the claim or action,and on tenderof thecostsof office, for
enteringthe satisfactionwithin six daysafter suchrequest
made,entersatisfactionof the claim in the office of the pro-
thonotaryof thecourt, wheresuchclaim wasor shallbe filed
or such action brought, which shall forever thereafterdis-
charge,defeatandreleasethesame;andif suchpersonhaving
receivedsuchsatisfactionasaforesaid,by himself or his at-
torney, shall not, within six daysafter requestand payment
of thecostsof theclaim oraction andtenderasaforesaid,by
himself or his attorneyduly authorized,entersatisfactionas
aforesaid,he,she,or theyneglectingorrefusingsoto do, shall
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forfeit and pay unto theparty or partiesaggrievedany sum
of money, not exceedingone half of the debt for which the
claim wasfiled or action broughtasaforesaid;to be suedfor
anddemandedby thepersonor personsdamnifiedin like man-
ner as other debtsarenow recoverableby law of this com-
monwealth.

SectionII. (SectionII, p. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the act, entitled “An act
securingto mechanicsand others, paymentfor their labor
and materials,in erectinganyhouseor otherbuilding within
the city of Philadelphia,the district of Southwarkand the
township of the NorthernLiberties,” passedthe first day of
April, one thousandeight hundredand three,”~be, and the
sameis herebyrepealed,exceptingas it appliesto liens cog-
nizableby the saidrecitedact,previousto thepassingof this
act, and to actionsnow pendingunder the said recitedact;
to suchliens and actions, (and noneother) it shall continue
in force to the final determinationof the same.~2~

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by the authorityof the same,Thatit shalland maybe lawful
for the president,managersand company,of the Delaware
andSchuylkIll canalnavigation,as often astheyshall find it
