CHAPTER MMDCCII.

AN ACT AUTHORIZING THE GOVERNORTO INCORPORATEA COMPANY
FOR THE PURPOSEOF MAKING AN ARTIFICIAL ROAD FROM THE
VILLAGE OF MAYTOWN, IN THE COUNTY OF LANCASTER, TO
NICHOLAS’S TAVERN OR CROSSROADS, INTERSECTINGTHE LAN-
CASTERAND MIDDLETOWN TURNPIKE.

Section I. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
and Houseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That John Haldeman,Jacob
Breneman,Frederick Gilbaugh, James Hegan, Alexander
Boggs,Henry Share,and Brice Clark, of the county of Lan-
caster,be,andtheyherebyareappointedcommissioners,to do
and perform the severalduties hereinaftermentioned; that
is to say,theyshallon or beforethefirst dayof Octobernext,
procuretwo books,andin eachof thementerasfollows: “We,
whosenamesarehereuntosubscribed,do promiseto pay the
presidentandmanagersoftheMaytownandCrossRoadsturn-
pike road company,the sum of fifty dollars, for everyshare
by us subscribedfor, and in suchmannerand proportions,
and at suchtimes and places,as shall be determinedon by
the saidpresidentandmanagers,in pursuanceof an act,en-
titled, “An actauthorizingthegovernorto incorporatea com-
pany for the purposeof making an artificial road from the
village of Maytown, in the county of Lancaster,to Nicholas’s
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tavernor CrossRoads,intersectingtheLancasterandMiddle-
town turnpike.” Wtinessour handsthis day
of in theyearof our Lord, onethousandand
eight hundredand .“ and shall give notice,
in two of thepublic newspapersprintedin Lancaster,(one of
which to be in the Germanlanguage),for twenty daysof the
time whenthesaidbookswill beopenedin thevillage of May-
town, andat the Cross Roadsaforesaid,to receivesubscrip-
tions of stock to the aforesaidcompany;at which respective
times and placessome one or moreof the aforesaidcommis-
sionersshallattend,andreceivesubscriptionsfrom all persons
of lawful agewho shall offer to subscribein the said books,
which shall be kept openfor the purposeaforesaid,at least
six hours in every juridical day, for the spaceof four days;
oruntil the book openedat Maytown,shallhavetwo hundred
and fifty sharessubscribedtherein, and the book openedat
the CrossRoadsone hundredsharessubscribedtherein; and
whenthewhole numberof sharessubscribedin thesaid books
shallamountto threehundredandfifty shares,thesameshall
be closed:Providedalways, that everypersonoffering to sub-
scribe in the said books, in his own name,or in any other
name,shall previously pay ‘to the attending commissioners
the sum of five dollars for everyshareto be subscribed,out
of which shall be defrayedthe expensesattendingthe taking
suchsubscriptionsand other incidental charges,and the re-
maindershall be paid over to the treasurerof the corpora-
t~onassoon asthe sameshall be organized,and the officers
chosenashereaftermentioned.

Section II. (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatwhentwentypersonsor more
shallhavesubscribedonehundredandfifty or more sharesof
the said stock, the said commissioners,respectively,may, or
when the Lwhole number of sharesaforesaidshall be sub-
scribed,they shall certify, under their handsand seals, the
namesof thesubscribersandthenumberof sharessubscribed
by each,to the governor;andthenit shall andmaybe lawful
for him, andhe is herebyrequired,by letterspatentunderhis
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hand, and the seal of the state,to createanderectthe sub-
scribers,andif the saidsubscriptionsbe not full at the time,
thenalsothosewho shallafterwardssubscribe,to thenumber
aforesaid,into one bodypolitic and corporate,in deedandin
law, by the name,,style andtitle of “The PresidentandMan-
agersof theMaytown and CrossRoadsTurnpikeRoad. Com-
pany;” and by the saidnamethe said subscribersshallhave
perpetualsuccession,and all theprivilegesand franchisesin-
cident to a corporation,and shall be capableof taking and
holding their said capital stock and the,increaseand profits
thereof,andof enlargingth~same,from time to time, by new
subscriptions,in suchmannerand form as they shall think
properif suchenl~.rgementshall be found necessaryto fulfil
the intent of this act; and of purchasing,taking and holding
to themandtheirsuccessorsandassigns,andof selling, trans-
ferring and conveying,in fee simple, or for any less estate,
all suchlands,tenements,hereditamentsandestate,realand
personal,asshall benecessaryto themin theprosecutionof
their works, and. of suing andof beingsued,and of doing all
andeveryothermatterandthing which a corporationor body
politic may lawfully do; and,generally,haveall the powers,
authoritiesandprivileges,necessaryfor carryingonandcom-
pleting, maintaining,and keepingin repair the saidturnpike
road,and for fixing theratesand collectingthetolls thereof;
and be subjectto all the duties, qualifications, restrictions,
penalties,fines and forfeitureswhich are given andgranted
or imposeduponthepresident,managersand companyof the
Downingtown, Ephrataand Harrisburgturnpike road: Pro-
vided always, that if the said road be laid out and opened
throughthe landsof any personor persons,wherebyhe, she
or they shall sustaindamage,the said companyshall make
amendsto suchpersonor personsfor the same,to be agreed
uponbetweenthemif theycanagree,andif theycannotagree,
to be ascertained.by appraisement,as directedby the ninth
sectionof the said act.~’~
