AN ACT TO REGULATE THE LOWER FERRY AND THE UPPER BRIDGES

ON THE RIVER SCHTJYLKILL.

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of thesame,That from and after the pass-
ing of this act, it shall be the duty of the master,skipper or
ownerof any ship, boator othervesselni~vigatingthe river
Schuylkill, on passingthebar at themouth of said river, in-
ward 1~ound,to blow a horn; andalso whenthey shall arrive
within one quarterof a mile of the ferry; and if outward
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bound,themaster,skipperor ownerof anyship,boator other
vessel,shall blow a horn when they shall arrive within one
quarterof a mile of theferry aforesaid;whereuponthekeeper
thereofshall attendimmediately for the purposeof lowering
and sinking the rope,in suchmannerasto permit suchship,
boat or othervessel,to passwithout delayandin safety,un-
der the penalty of twenty-five dollars, for every neglector
refusalto performthe4utiesherebyenjoined,to be recovered
asdebtsof anequalamountareor maybeby law recoverable;
andif anymaster,skipperor ownerconductinganyship, boat
or other vessel, shall neglector refuse to blow a horn as
aforesaidon approachingsaid ferry, or give personalnoticeof
his intention to passthe same,every suchmaster,~skipperor
ownerneglectingor refusing to comply with the beforemen-
tioned requisitions,and therebydo [doing] any injury to the
rope, shall forfeit and pay a fine of twenty-five dollars, for
every suchinjury doneto the said rope, to be recoveredas
debtsof an equalamountareor may be by law recoverable;
andall the fines and forfeituresunderthis section,shall be
appliedin thefollowing manner,viz. Onemoiety to the per-
son suing for the same,and the othermoiety thereofto the
supervisorsof the highwaysof the townshipsof Kingsessing
and Passyunk,to be appliedtowardsrepairingthehighways
thereof.

SectionII. (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That from andafter the passing
of this act, the owners, tenant or occupantof the floating
bridgeover theriver aforesaid,at the placeusuallycalledthe
UpperFerry,on application to them, or any of them, at the
placeusuallycalledtheUpperFerryaforesaid,by anyowner,
master,or skipperof any vessel,shallop,boator raft, lying
in the aforesaidriver, near the said Upper Perry, shall im-
mediatelyopenthe saidbridge for thepassageof saidvessel,
shallop,boat or raft, underthe penalty of paying for every
suchrefusalor neglectthereof,the sumQf twenty-fivedollars;
to be recoveredfrom thepersonso refusingor neglecting,as

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the owner,masteror skipper of suchvessel,shallop,boator
raft detainedthereby: Provided, that nothing herein con-
tained, shall be so construedas to compel the said owner,
tenantor occupant,to openthe said bridge within one hour
after the commencementof flood or ebb tide.
