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CHAPTERMMDCCCXCI.

AN ACT TO RAISE BY WAY OF LOTTERY, A SUM OF MONEY FOR THE
flURPOSE OF COMPLETING A’ MEETING HOUSE IN THE TOWNSHIP
OF SHAMOICIN, NORTHUMBERLAND COUNTY.

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted~
by the authorityof thesame,ThatAlexanderMoore, William
Kase,JohnKelly, SilvanusBird, SamuelMoore, be and they
areherebyappointedcommissionersto raise by way of lot-
tery, eight hundreddollarsto beby them appliedtowardsthe
finishing andcompletingof thePresbyterianmeeting-housein
thetownshipof Shamokinin thecountyof Northumberland.

SectionII. (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authorty aforesaid,That the said commissionersre-
spectivelybeforetheyproceedto sell any tickets in the said
lottery, shall lay such schemethereof before the governor
as shall meet his approbation,and shall respectivelyenter
into bondsto him for thedueandfaithful performanceof their
duty in selling thetickets,drawingthelottery andpayingthe
prizes,and eachof them beforeenteringon the dutiesof his
appointment,shall takeand subscribean oath or affirmation
beforethe presidentof the proper district or any of the as-
sociatejudgesof the proper county,diligently and faithfully
to performthe dutiesentrustedto him, andat leastthreeof
thesaid commissionersshallattendeachday’sdrawingof the
said lottery; and whenit is completed,the commissionersre-
spectively,or ‘a majority of them,shall causean accuratelist
of the fortunate numbers to be publishedin the following
newspapers,viz. TheNorthumberlandArgus and Kennedy’s
Gazette.

SectionIII. (SectionIII, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the said commissionersbe,
andtheyareherebyauthorizedto settleandadjustall the ac-
counts which may be exhibited by any person or persons
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legally employedin carryingthis act into effect, and that all
expensesattendingthe same,shall be paid by the said com-
missionersout of the proceedsof thesaid lottery.

SectionIV. (SectionIV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That all prizes not demanded
within twelve months next, after publication as aforesaid,
shall be consideredand deemedasrelinquishedfor thebene-
fit of the aforesaidcongregation.

AN ACT TO ESTABLISH A PUBLIC FERRY ON THE EAST SIDE OF THE
RIVER SUSQUEHANNA EN THE COUNTY OF DAUPHIN, AND TO VEST
THE RIGHT THEREOF IN WILLIAM MOORHEAD, HIS HEIRS AND
ASSIGNS.

SectionI. (SectionI,~P.L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssembly met, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That William Moorhead, his
heirs and assigns,shall havethe right at his or their own
costs, to make a good and convenientlanding on the east
side of the river Susquehanna,on the estateof the saidWil-
liam Moorehead,situateon thegreatroadleadingfrom Har-
risburg through Selins Grove to Sunburyin the county of
Northumberland,and the owner or occupier shall keep the
samein good order and repair, fit for men, horsesand car-
riages, to pass, and shall keep a good substantialboat or
boatsand carefulferry-men,.who shallconstantly,asoccasion
mayrequire,attendfor thepurposeof transportingtravelers
andothersover thesaid river, andfor servicesrenderedshall
receivesuchprice asis customarilypaid at other ferries on
said river, and the said ferry shall moreoverbe subject to
suchrates and regulationsas the court of quartersessions
of the countyof Dauphin may orderanddirect: Providedal-
ways, that nothing in this act containedshall be construed
