' CHAPTER MMDCCCXCVIL.

AN ACT GRANTING SAMUEL KOOCKOOYAEI A TRACT OF DONATION
LAND.

‘Whereas it appears that Samuel Koockooyaei served as a
Musician in the Pennsylvania Regiment of Artillery, com-

manded by Colonel Thomas Forrest, until honorably dis-

charged in consequence of inability to continue longer in the
service, occasioned by an epileptic’ disease, and was dis-
charged very near the close of the war, with a constitution
debilitated by the services rendered his country: Therefore,

Section I. (Section I, P. L) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted
by the authority of the same, That the officers of the land-
office, be, and they are hereby authorized and required to
grant to Samuel Koockooyaei, a patent for a fract of dona-
tion land, according to his rank aforesaid. '

CHAPTER MMDCCCXCVIIL

AN ACT TO CONFIRM TO CERTAIN PERSONS HOLDING AN ISLAND IN
THE RIVER DELAWARE, THEIR TITLE TO THE SAME.

Whereas doubts have arisen whether the present possessors

of an Island in the river Delaware, (known by the name of

Biles Island, situate in Falls township, Bucks county, about
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
