situationsopeculiarlydistressing,thatheshouldbeplacedon
a footing with thosewho servedto theendof thewar: There-

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by theauthorityof thesame,That theofficersof thelandoffice
be, andthey are herebydirectedandrequiredto granta pat-
ent to JamesNorris, his heirs andassigns,for sucha shareof
the donation land as a lieutenantis entitled to, who served
in the line of this State,in the army of the United States,to
the endof thelate revolutionarywar.

CHAPTERMMCMII.

AN ACT DECLARING PART OF WALLENPAUPACK CREEK, IN WAYNE
COUNTY, A PUBLIC HIGHWAY. -

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-

sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That Wallenpaupackcreek,in
the countyof Wayne,from the falls thereofat Wilsonville, to
the forks of said creek andthenceup the West branchto
where the North and Southroad crosses,andup the South
branchto theupperendof Newfoundlandsettlement,be, and
the sameis herebydeclareda public highway for thepassage
of rafts,boatsandothervessels;andit shallbe lawful for the
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inhabitants,andothers,desirousof usingthenavigationof the
said creek, to removeall natural and artificial obstructions,
which maybe in the same,exceptingdamsfor mills andother
water-works;and also to erectsuchslopes,at the mill-dams
now built in the saidcreek,asmaybenecessaryfor-the pass-
ageof rafts, boatsor othervessels:Provided,suchslopesbe
so constructedasnot to injure the works of saiddams:And
providedalso,that anypersonor persons,owning or possess-
ing lands on said creek, shall have liberty to constructany
damor damsacrossthesame,agreeablyandsubjectto all the
restrictionsandprovisionsof an actof the generalassembly
of this commonwealth,passedthe twenty-thirdclay of March,
onethousandeight hundredandthree,entitled“An actto au-
