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CHAPTER MMCMXVIII.

AN ACT TO RAISE BY WAY OF LOTTERY A SUM NOT EXCEEDING FOUR
THOUSAND DOLLARS, FOR PIJItCHASING A LOT OR LOTS OF
GROUND, BUILDING ~ SCHOOL HOUSE AND HOUSE FORRELIGIOUS
WORSHIP THEREON, IN THE BOROUGH OF BEDFORD.

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by theauthorityof the same,That TerenceCampbell,William
Proctor, junior, John Anderson, George Henry, William
Griffeth, Samuel Tate, Martin Reiley, Samuel Davidson and
Henry Wertz, junior, or any five of them be, andthey are
herebyappointedcommissioners,to raiseby way of lottery a
sum of money not exceedingfour thousanddollars, for pur-
chasinga lot or lots of groundin the boroughof Bedford, for
building thereona school housefor the educationof youth,
andahouseof religious worship, for the useof Christiansof
every denominationwhatsoever.

SectionII. (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatthe commissionersbeforethey
proceedto sell any tickets in the saidlottery, shall lay such
schemethereof before the governor as shall meethis app~o-
bation, andenter into bondsto him for the dueperformance
of their duty in selling the tickets, drawing the lottery and
paying the prizes, andeach of them before entering on the
duties of his appointment,shall take andsubscribean oath
or affirmation, diligently andfaithfully to perform the duties
hereinintrustedto him, andtwo of the commissionersatleast
shall attendeachday’sdrawing of the aforesaidlottery, and
whenthe whole is completedshall causean accuratelist of
the fortunatenumbers,to bepublishedin the Bedford Gazette
andFranklin Repository.

SectionIII. (SectionIII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the commissioners,be, and
they are herebyauthorizedto settle and adjustall accounts
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which may beexhibitedby any personor personslegally em-
ployedin carrying this act into effect, so far as relatesto the
lottery, andthat all expensesnecessarilyattendingthe same,
shall be paid by the aforesaid commissionersout of the net
proceedsof the saidlottery; but saidcommissionersshall re-
ceiveno compensationfor the services they performin pur-
suanceof this act.

SectionIV. (SectionIV, P.L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That all prizes not demanded
within twelve monthsafter publication as aforesaid,shall be
consideredasrelinquishedfor thebenefitof thesaidbuildings.

SectionV. (SectionV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That JohnLyon, JacobFletcher,
Charles M’Dowell, William Reynolds and Anthony Nawgel
or any threeof them,be,andtheyare herebyappointedtrus-
teesfor the inhabitantsof the said town of Bedford and its
vicinity, for the purposeof purchasingthe said lot or lots
of ground, for erecting the said school houseand house of
worship, andfor appropriatingthe balanceof the moneyre-
maining in thehandsof thesaidcommissionersin themanner
andfor the purposesintendedby this act.

AN ACT TO ENABLE THE GOVErLNOR TO INCORPORATE A COMPANY

TO THE MARYLAND LINE, AT OR NEAR THE PLACE THE TURNPIKE
