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to investigate,examineandsettle their accounts,which they
shall renderupon oath or affirmation-whenrequiredby their

successors.

SectionV. (SectionV, P. L.) And be it further enactedby
the authority aforesaid, That if any balanceof money re-
mainsafter thewater has beenprocured andthe machinery
completed,it shall be carefully vested in some productive
fund or loan,andshallbeheldfor the purposeof keepingthe
samein repair; but if no balanceshall remain sufficient to
keepthe samein goodrepair, thenit shallbe lawful for the
trusteesto assessand levy upon eachpersonowning or re-
sidingon real propertyin saidvillage, andhavingthe useof
the water,their proportionateshareof -the expensesof keep-
mg the samemachineryandworks in repair.

SectionVI. (SectionVI, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That nothing herein containeil
shallbe construedto vestin the saidtrusteesor anyof them,
any power to enter upon the landsof any person,or to dig,
takeor lead awaythewater therefrom,unlessthe consentof
the owner andof all parties interestedtherein be first had
andobtained.

CHAPTER MMCMXXI.

A FURTHER SUPPLEMENTTO THE ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT TO PRO-
VIDE FORTHE ERECTION OF A HOUSEFOR THE EMPLOYMENT AND
SUPPORTOF THE POOR IN THE COUNTY OF DAUPHIN.” (1)

Whereasit hasbeenrepresentedto the Legislature,that by
the act,entitled “An act to providefor the erectionof ahouse
for the employmentandsupportof the poor in the county of
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Dauphin,” passedthe twenty-eighth day of March, one thou-

sandeight hundredandsix,~1~the directorsof the poor andof
the houseof employmentfor the countyof Dauphin,aremade
a body politic andcorporatein law, andby that nameshall
and may receive, take and hold, any lands, tenementsand
hereditaments,and any goods and chattels whatsoever,of
the gift, alienationor bequestof anypersonor personswhom-

soever,and to purchase,take and hold any lands andtene-
mentswithin saidcounty,in fee simple,or otherwise,but that
thesaidactdoesnot giveto thejudgesof the courtsof justice
in andfor the saidcountyand jurors, competentjurisdiction
for the recoveryat law of any gift, grant, devise or bequest

madeto andfor the said corporation,or give to the citizens
of the said county, competencyas witnessesin suits at law
in claims respectingthe same,wherebycaseshaveoccurred
andmay againoccur,which would bewithout remedy,andit
is necessarythat the sameshouldbe explainedandamended:-
Therefore,

Section I. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That in all actionsto be com-
mencedby the directorsof the poor of the countyof Dauphin
for the recoveryof any gift, grant, fine, forfeiture, deviseor
bequestmadeto the saidcorporationor in caseof anyappeal
broughtby or againstthesaiddirectors,respectingthesettle-

ment of a pauper,each and every person resident in said
County in the first case,andof the countiesaffectedthereby
in the secondcase,shall be competentto hear,try and give
testimony touchingthe mattersin controversy.~
