AN ACT MAKING AN APP~ROPRIATIONTO COMPLETE THE POWDER
MAGAZINE OF THE STATE, IN THE COUNTY OF PHILADELPHIA.

Whereasby an act of generalassembly,passedthe fourth
day of April, one thousandeight hundredand seven,wcom-
missionerswere appointedto makesaleof the powdermaga-
zine, in the city of Philadelphia,and the buildings and lots
belongingthereto,and out of the proceedsthereof to erect
two or more magazines,and other necessarybuildings for
thedepositandsafekeepingof gunpowder:And whereasthe
said commissionershave madesale of the powdermagazine
andlots aforesaid,andhavepurchaseda lot of groundin the
county of Philadelphia,andhaveproceededto erectthereon
a suitablebuilding for the depositand safekeepingof gun-
powder,but havebeenarrestedin the completionof the work
for want of the necessarymeans,the proceedsof saleof the
powder magazinein the city of Philadelphia, and the lots
thereuntobelonging, not having yielded an adequatesum:

AN ACT TO RAISE BY WAY OF LOTTERY, A STTh~OF MONEY, FOR THE
PURPOSEOF BUILDING A MEETING HOUSE IN THE BOROUGH OF
CHAMBERSBURG, FRANKLIN COUNTY.

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That Christian Wolff, Edward
Crawford, Daniel Smith, John Hollady, Jacob Snider, John
Calhoun,FrederickRhemorandAndrew Dunlop,be, andthey
areherebyappointedcommissionersto raiseby way of lottery
five thousanddollars, to be by them applied towards the
building of a GermanReformedCalvanistChurch in the Bor-
ough of Chambersburg,in the county of Franklin.

SectionII. (Section II, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the said commissioners,re-
