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CHAPTERMMCMXXXVIII.

A SUPPLEMENT TO AN ACT ENTITLED “AN ACT DIRECTING THE
MODE OF SETTLING ACCOUNTS IN THE LAND OFFICE, AND TO PRE.
VENT FRAUDS IN OBTAINING LAND WARRANTS.” (1)

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouse of Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That the provisionsof the first
sectionof theactentitled “An act to encouragethe patenting
of lands and for other purposes;”passedthe fourth day of
April, onethousandeighthundredandfive,~2~be, andthe same
are hereby extendedand continued in force until the first
day of September,which will be in the year one thousand
eight hundredandnine.

Section II. (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That so much of an act passed
the thirteenth day of April, one thousandeight hundredand
seven, entitled “An act directing the mode of settling ac-
countsin the land office, andto prevent frauds in obtaining
warrantsfor land,”~’~which authorizesthe receiver-general
of the land office on the settlementof any accountfor monies
due on land, within the purchasemadeof the Indians in and
prior to theyearonethousandsevenhundredandsixty-eight,
to ascertainthe amountof principal and interest due upon
suchaccountat the time of passingof said act, andupon the
aggregateamount so found due,he is directed to chargein-
terest,until the amountof the accountis discharged,be and
the sameis herebysuspended,until the first day of Septem-
ber, which will be in the year one thousandeight hundred
and nine, andall other provisions of the said act shall be,
and the sameare continuedduring the said term: Provided,
that nothing herein contained shall be understoodto au-
thorize the receivergeneralto settleany accountof monies
dueon suchland in any othermannerthanis directedby the
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said act, unlessapplication for that purposebe madebefore
the expiration of the period above limited, but in all cases
of application after that period, interest shall be charged
upon the a~ggre~atesum from the time of passingthe said
act.

AN ACT TO ENABLE CERTAIN PERSONSTHEREIN NAMED TO SELL
AND CONVEY A MESSUAGEAND LOT OF GI~OUND,DEVISED BY THE
LATE JOHN KEBLE TO THE CORPORATIONOF ST. PAUL’S CHURCH,
IN THE CITY OF PHILADELPHIA, FORTHE USE OF AGED WIDOWS,
COMMUNICANTS OF THE SAID CHURCH.

Whereasthe late John Keble, by his last will andtesta-
ment,devisedto theminister, churchwardensandvestrymen
of the corporationof St. Paul’s church, in the city of Phila-
delphia, a certain messuageand lot of ground, hereinafter
more particularly described,for the use andaccommodation
of suchagedwidows, communicantsof the saidchurch,asthe
saidcorporationshouldfrom timeto time seefit: And whereas
it appearsthat the saidhouseis remotefrom the church,and
not convenientlyadaptedfor the accommodationof thosefor
whoseuseit is intended,andthat the representativesof the
saidJohnKeble, aswell asthe minister,churchwardensand
vestrymenof the said church are of opinion it is expedient
tO sell thesaidmessuageandlot of ground,andinvest thepro-
ceedsthereofin other property,for the useof thoseto whom
the testatorintendedto direct his bounty: Therefore,
