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CHAPTER MMCMXLVI.

AN ACT TO AFFORD IMMEDIATE RELIEF TO NAMES WATERS, A
SOLDIERDURING THE REVOLUTIONARY WAR, AND TO GRANT HIM
AN ANNUITY.

Whereasit appearsto the legislaturethat JamesWaters,a
soldier in the Pennsylvanialine receivedthree wounds,the
effectsof which, combinedwith age,haverenderedhim unable
to maintainhimself by labor:Therefore,

SectionI. (Section I, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That the governor is hereby
authorized to draw his warrant on the state-treasurerin
favor of William Boyd, Esquireof Lancastercounty, for the
sum~offorty dollars,which shall bepaidout of anyunappro-
priated moniesin the treasury,andan annuity of forty dol-
lars be grantedfor the useof JamesWaters,to be paid to
William Boyd or his executoror executors,administratoror
administrators,or his or their lawful attorney,to commence
from the first day of January,in the year of our Lord one
thousandeighthundredandeight, andto bepaid half yearly
to the saidWilliam Boyd or his executoror executors,admin-
istrator or administrators,or to hisor their lawful attorneyon
warrantsto bedrawnby the governoron the statetreasurer,
which moneyin advance,andthe annuity shall be expended
by the saidWilliam Boyd, his executoror executors,adminis-
trator or administrators,or his or their lawful attorneyin pro-
viding clothing, diet andlodging for the said JamesWaters.
and it shall be the duty of the saidWilliam Boyd, his execu-
tor or executors,administrator or administrators,or his or
their lawful attorneyto makeanannualreturnto theorphans
court of Lancastercounty,on oathor affirmation, how andin
what mannerhe or they have executedthe trust in him or
themconfidedby this act.
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
