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CHAPTER MMCMLXXV.

AN ACT APPROPRIATINGTHE STATE HOUSEIN THE CITY OF PHILA-
DELPHIA, TO THE USE OF CONGRESS, IF WITHIN A LIMITED
PERIODTHE SEAT OF THE NATIONAL GOVERNMENT SHALL BE RE-
MOVED TO THE SAID CITY OF PHILADELPHIA.

Section I. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by the authorityof the same,That if the seatof the national
governmentshallwithin threeyearsbe removedfrom theDis-
trict of Columbiato the city of Philadelphia,the statehouse
in thecity of Philadelphiashallbe, andherebyis appropriated
to the useof congressduring their residencein the said city:
And shallbe subjectto suchrules andregulationsascongress
shall makefor their better accommodationandconvenience.

SectionII. (SectionII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That if within the period afore-
said,theseatof the nationalgovernmentshall be removedas
aforesaid,the commissionersof the county of Philadelphia
shallhavepower andareherebyauthorizedto makeor cause
to be made ~iich alterationsor additions to the said state
house at the expenseof the said city and county as shall,
renderit well andconvenientlyadaptedto the accommodation
of congress.

CHAPTER MMCMLXXVI.

AN ACT TO EMPOWER JOHN WILT AND GEORGE SHETTLIE, EXECU-
TORSOF PAUL WILT, DECEASED, TO PURCHASEA TRACT OF LAND
IN TRUST FORPHILIP WELDY, MARIA, HIS WIFE, AND HER HEIRS.

Whereasit appearsthat PaulWilt lateof Dover township,
York county,by hislast will devisedandbequeathedthe fifth
part of a certain real and personal estate to his daughter
Maria, intermarriedwith Philip Weldy, and declaredthat if
the said Philip Weldy should die before his wife, then she
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shouldhavethe said shareor fifth part,but if sheshoulddie
beforehim,thenher childrenshouldhavetheir father’sshare,
by the terms of which saiddevisethe executorsnamedin the
will areempoweredto retain thesaidshareof personalestate,
amountingto about two hundredand eighty pounds,in their
hands,without paying interestthereforuntil the contingency,
uponwhich the legacyis to bepaid,shallhappenby the death
of thesaidPhilip or Maria. And whereasthesaidPhilip and
Maria, andthe saidexecutorshavepetitionedthat a law may
bepassedauthorizing thesaid executorsto purchaselandsto
the amount of the said legacy,in trust for the usesandpur-
posesdeclaredby thewill; andit is right andproperto grant
a requestso manifestlyfor the benefitof all concerned:There-
fore,

SectionI. (SectionI, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, andit is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same, That John Wilt and
GeorgeShettle, executorsof Paul Wilt of Dover township,
York county, deceased,or the survivor of them,be, and they
areherebyempoweredto investthemoneynow in their hands,
bequeathedby the will of the said Paul Wilt to his daughter
Maria, the wife of Philip Weldy, and her children, in the
purchaseof land, to be heldby the said executorsIn trust for
the personor personsto whomthe saidmoneyis bequeathed
by the said will, until the contingencytherein mentioned,
shall happen,whenthe said land be vested in the personor
personswho by the said will would be entitled to the said
money.
