CHAPTER MMOMLXXXYV.

A FURTHER SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT TO ALTER
THE JUDICIARY SYSTEM OF THIS COMMONWEALTH.” ().

Section I. (Section I, P. L) Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, in General Assembly met, and it is hereby enacted
by the authority of the same, That from and after the next
May term, the courts of common pleas and orphans’ court to
be held in and for the county of Dauphin, shall be continued
two weeks, subject to the provisions of the act® to which this
is a further supplement, passed the twenty-fourth day of
February, one thousand eight hundred and six.
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Section II. (Section II, P. L) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the judges of the several
courts of common pleas, in and for the counties of Delaware,
Chester, Bucks, Montgomery, Northampton, Northumberland,
Dauphin, Luzerne, Lycoming, Berks, Lancaster, York and
Adams, or a majority of them, shall be, and they are hereby
authorized and empowered at any term of the said courts re-
spectively, preceding a term which is to continue two weeks,
to make an order (to be entered of record,) that the trial of
issues in civil causes depending in the gaid courts respectively,
shall commence during the first week of the next term, at a
day to be fixed in such order; and at the next term the trial
of such issues shall commence at the day so appointed, or as
soon thereafter as in the opinion of the judges the other busi-
ness of the court will permit, and the petit jurors summoned
for trial of criminal cases shall also be jurors in all civil cases,
the trial of which shall be commenced as aforesaid, during
the first week. '
