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CHAPTERMMCMXCIII.

AN ACT TO REPEAL THE ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT TO REGULATE
FENCESAND ENCOURAGETHE RAISING OF SWINE, AND FOROTHER
PURPOSES,”SO FAR AS RESPECTSTHE COUNTIES OF WASHINGTON
AND ALLEGHENY.

Section~I. (Section I, P. L.) Be it enactedby the Senate
andHouseof Representativesof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, in GeneralAssemblymet, and it is herebyenacted
by the authority of the same,That from and after the first
day of July next all damagesoccasionedby horses,horned
cattle or swine, trespassingthrough or within any iñclosure
within the counties of Washington and Allegheny, shall be
determinedby refereesuponactualview, to beappointed,and
such damagesrecoveredagreeablyto anact,entitled “A sup-
plement to the act, entitled ‘“Au act to extend the powers
of the justices of the peaceof this state,”passedthe first of
~itarch, one thousandseven hundredand ninety-nine,~2~with
the severalsupplementsthereto.

Section II. (Section II, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,.That all fencesshall be deemed
lawful which arefour anda jialf feet high, andif in the judg-
mentof suchreferees,the fenceor fencesviewedby themshall
be such, in other respects,as are generallyconstructedand
deemeda sufficient fence within their respectivetownship.

SectionIII. (SectionIII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That from andafter the first day
of July next, the act, entitled “An act to regulatefencesand
to appointappraisersin the countiesof Bedford,Northumber-
land, WashingtonandFayette,andto encouragethe raising
of swine,” passedthe twenty-seventhday of March, onethou-
sandsevenhundred andeighty-four,~’~(exceptthe repealing
clause,)be, andthe sameis herebyrepealedso far asthe same
respectsthe counties of Washingtonand Allegheny.
