(SectionIII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,That the severalcourtsof this comrn
monwealth shall have power to enforceby attachmentthe
paymentof monies,bad andreceivedby any sheriff, coroner
or attorney in his Official capacity, and the delivery of all
papersbelonging to their clients.
